This clause applies to 87 Bay Street (also known as 2-8 Wentworth Street),
Glebe, being Lot 1, DP 874988.

Despite clause 4.4, the floor space ratio for a building on land to which this
clause applies may exceed the floor space ratio shown for the land on the Floor
Space Ratio Map by an amount no greater than 2.2:1 plus any other additional
floor space that is otherwise permitted by this Plan.

Development consent must not be granted under subclause (3) unless:

(@ atleast 0.75:1 of the maximum floor space ratio shown for the land on
the Floor Space Ratio Map is used for a purpose other than residential
accommodation, and

(b) in the case of development that is BASIX affected development—the
development:
(i) exceedsthe BASIX commitment for water for the development
by not less than 25% of the water target score, and

(i) exceedsthe BASIX commitment for energy for the devel opment
by not less than 25% of the energy target score.

Development consent must not be granted under this clause unless the consent
authority is satisfied that:

(@ thedevelopment will provide dwellings on that site for the purposes of
affordable housing having a floor space equivalent to 7.5% of:

(i) theamount of floor space that exceeds the amount of floor space
that would result in a floor space ratio of 1.5:1 (including any
additional floor space under this clause and under clause 6.21), or

(b) the achievement of certain environmentally sustainable development
targets.

This clause applies to 87 Bay Street (also known as 2-8 Wentworth Street),
Glebe, being Lot 1, DP 874988, identified as “Area 5" on the Height of
Buildings Map.

Despite clause 4.3, development consent may be granted to the erection or use
of abuilding with amaximum height of 33 metres on land to which this clause

applies.
Development consent must not be granted under subclause (3) unless:

(@ atleast 0.75:1 of the maximum floor space ratio shown for the land on
the Floor Space Ratio Map is used for a purpose other than residential
accommodation, and

(b) inthe case of development that is BASIX affected development—the
development:

(i) exceedsthe BASIX commitment for water for the development
by not less than 25% of the water target score, and

(i) exceedsthe BASIX commitment for energy for the devel opment
by not less than 25% of the energy target score.
