(b) to make further provision in relation to the A5 category of accreditation for certain port-related
development at Port Botany, Port Kembla and the Port of Newcastle, including as a consequence of
amendments made by the Environmental Planning and Assessment Amendment (Three Ports)
Regulation 2014,

(c) to make a law revision amendment.
This Regulation is made under the Building Professionals Act 2005, including sections 5A and 94 (the
general regulation-making power).
