(5) The law practice is not required to give a trust account statement under
subrule (4) (c) in respect of a ledger account or record if at 30 June the
balance of the ledger account or record is zero and:

(a) no transaction affecting the ledger account or record has taken place
within the previous 12 months, or

(b)  atrust account statement has been furnished within the previous 12
months and no transaction affecting the ledger account or record has
taken place since the last statement was furnished.
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
