Omit clause 12 (7) (b). Insert instead:

(b) the MLA amount or RLA amount, in respect of residual waste
generated directly from the shredding of scrap metal (at a waste
facility specified by the EPA by notice published in the Gazette)
received during the period commencing on 1 November 2014 and
ending on 30 June 2018 is 50 per cent of the ML A amount, or
RLA amount, otherwise applying for the purposes of this
Division (as calculated under clause 11).
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
