amount of costs that would be allowable on entry of default
judgment for a liquidated claim in the proceedings, and

(b) in the circumstances referred to in subrule (2) (d)—the amount of
costs that would be allowable on entry of default judgment for an
unliquidated claim in the proceedings.

(3A) Despite subrule (3) (b), the maximum amount of costs that may be
awarded to the party under subrule (3) (b) is increased by 25% if the
Court considers that:
(a) the party made a genuine offer to compromise on the claim that

was not accepted by the other party, and
(b) it was unreasonable for the other party not to have accepted the

offer.
